"LEGAL COMMENTS MADE BY A FORMER FEDERAL DELEGATE OF THE NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF MIGRATION OF MEXICO, ON THE REFUSAL OF ENTRY BY THE OFFICIALS OF THE INM TO FOREIGNERS"

This writing sets forth the legal and professional opinion based on the active experience of a former high-level federal public official in the Federal Public Administration regarding the legality, foundation, internal regulations, administrative process and execution thereof, the foregoing to end with deny entry to a foreigner based on their record and registration in the Guardian Angel Program.

For legal reasons and for the protection of personal data, as well as possible repercussions or damages to his future identity within the Public Administration, we will omit the name of the declarant and we will only know him as JG. However, the following opinion and narration is confirmed and the official's statement is accredited under the protest of telling the truth by Lic. Luis Fernández Vargas, who conducted the present interview.

JG has extensive experience in Public Administration, within the three levels of government and always in high-level positions. Focusing on the subject at hand (migration), JG has more than ten years of experience in the National Institute of Migration, being head of the Delegations that correspond by Federal Entity in up to three States of the Mexican Republic, so the comments that are described below are based on extensive work, legal and lived experience. Comments narrated below:

“… The experience that I had within the INM varies in different points, I started in the Delegation of Mexico City, being one of the Delegations with the greatest workload due to the number of foreigners living in CDMX and also to the large number of migratory processes carried out in this city, even without the foreigner residing there. In addition to taking into account that this is where the Benito Juárez international airport is located, being this the largest migratory access point for international travelers, and therefore having a daily migratory flow of thousands of people, both to enter national territory , as well as leaving the country.

For this reason I was aware of hundreds of cases of refusal of entry of foreigners (especially USC) for being registered in Ángel Guardián, this without giving them the right to a hearing as stated in the Federal Constitution of Mexico, without giving them the REJECTION ACT in writing. , keeping them incommunicado even for days, in most cases without the opportunity to see a trusted person or their own lawyer, and finally being returned to their country of origin. At first glance and for anyone, even without being studied in Laws, all the above are illegal and unconstitutional acts under the Chapter of Human Rights (Individual Guarantees) enunciated in the Magna Carta of Mexico.

The refusal of admission is based on the Guardian Angel registry only, without the INM official knowing in depth the details of the foreigner's charges, the criminal process that I carry in the courts, the sentence and the compliance with it. Bearing in mind that a general principle of law is that NOBODY CAN BE TRIALED TWICE FOR THE SAME CRIME, and this refusal is a kind of trial for a punishable act that has already been subject to a process and the corresponding sanction. In addition to having been executed in another territory outside the jurisdiction of any Mexican authority, so it is very questionable to exercise the discretionary refusal based on the above, therefore said refusal is subject to Indirect Amparo, decisions that today are being valued and studied thoroughly by the corresponding Federal Judges.

The Mexican constitution states that every act of the authority must be in writing, however, the foreigner who is denied entry is NEVER given the act of rejection, and in some cases they do not even sign it, so without making a direct accusation left in the air the question HOW IS IT SIGNED?!?!?!?!

Likewise, I was also in charge of the INM in two other federal entities of the Republic, one of them had a direct flight from abroad, and without going any further we found the same scene of abuses against foreigners under the Guardian Angel registry. I think it is very important to also highlight the lack of knowledge of this issue or of legal knowledge of the INM officials in charge of immigration filters. Since some foreigners had previous advice with expert lawyers on the subject, granting them valid verbal legal grounds or private legal writings in the event of being denied entry, and I know very well that "almost" every time the immigration officer of Any Delegation communicates with the Central Sector so that they are
